Al-MunAl-Munawi explained, “‘Go back;

‘And we seek Allah’s 
help against them,’ meaning for 
victory in baƩle, as true success 
comes from Allah and not from large 
numbers or supplies. Indeed, Allah 
supported him, and the BaƩle of 
Badr became a victory that honored 
Islam and its followers.”

EEven just observers from the West 
have tesƟfied to the Prophet’s 
exemplary character, despite not 
embracing Islam.
